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Dear parent/caregiver

That is why, as part of the 2024-25 State Budget, families with school-aged children
will receive a $200 discount per child on their public school’'s Materials and Services
Charge for 2025 — double the discount amount provided for 2022, 2023 and 2024.

You don’t need to do anything to claim the discount — it will automatically be applied
by your school.

The discount does not apply to families approved for the School Card scheme as
these families are not required to pay a Materials and Services Charge.
